
For the safety and convenience of the pedestrians, there are clearly marked 
footpaths throughout the roads in the university, as well as bicycle lanes and car 
lanes. To provide convenience to pedestrians, the university had the idea of using 
plants as roofs of waiting sheds. In picture Station 3 of the university’s free electric 
vehicle service, pedestrians/passengers can wait  under the shaded area. This is 
done because it is light and does not require soil for planting. This will help reduce 
heat and make the place more attractive.
